Players to join a game in pairs.  That pair bats and bowls together.  Can join 
in any game – register your pair with the coach supervising that game. 
 

� BATTING 
 

- Batters bat in pairs and face 2 or 4 overs as a pair (depending on 
numbers involved in the game) 

- A hit into the water is worth 6 runs 
- Batters lose 5 runs for each dismissal (either caught, bowled or run out) 
- Batters lose 10 runs if caught in water 
- Bat at one end only 
 

� BOWLING 
 

- Under arm or over arm bowling allowed 
- Bowlers bowl in pairs and bowl 1 or 2 overs each (depending on numbers 

involved in the game) 
- Wides and no balls are not rebowled 
 

� FIELDING 
 

- No fielders within 10 metres of the bat
